3.  Changes to the City of Fort Collins Rental Water Program



A.  George’s Ag Board slide show.  George Wallace was not present but George Reed had seen it and mentioned that it was good.


B.  Focus group participation 


Background:  The Fort Collins Water Board and Natural Resources Department are considering renting their excess water south of Fort Collins so the Poudre River can be filled more in its travels through the city.  (Rental water is still available to northern Larimer County users through this summer.)  The City of Fort Collins owns up to 50% of the NPIC shares, source of irrigation water to north Larimer county,   If they sell their rental water south, NLC farms will dry up.  Gina Jinnett and Gary Wockner are lobbying to obtain 2CFS flow on the river year-round.  This may result in costs for a rental water being  driven up OR ditch and distribution systems may run greatly reduced or for only short periods of time.  This is a threat to farming in Waverly and Buckeye.  It was mentioned that the city and county has a great investment in the Mountains to Plains open space program which uses irrigation water for summer maintenance.  This argument should be mentioned when reasoning with them not to reallocate this necessary irrigation water.   Recent staff musings, per George Reed, indicate a fear that the current water allocations will not hold up in the future.  Attendees at water meetings complain that representatives from agriculture are largely absent when asked to participate.  Currently George Reed is participating in such a joint meeting effort.  

4.  Proposed Code Amendment – Accessory Rural Occupation concept (Ron).  Ron distributed the initial short document developed by the LC Planning dept.  There was some discussion, but it will be discussed in greater depth at the special meeting with Commissioner Gaiter.  Review the document and bring your comments to the meeting.

5.  Pancake Breakfast.  The date for this year’s 3rd Annual Pancake Breakfast has been moved up to May 7th.  Helen will get the necessary application from Turning Point and reserve the building.  
A chile dinner or cook-off was proposed for the annual FMM, on September 24th.  Helen will reserve the gymnasium and check on insurance requirements.  Jane will do the signage.  Kathy Monty will be helping with the food.  Next month we will decide the suggested donation amount.  The event will not be advertised this year as a fundraiser, however the greeter(s) will have donation jar(s) as they count participants.      

6.  ByLaw Discussion and updating.  George Reed will review the ByLaws and gather information on suggested changes for the next WAC meeting.  Please review the ByLaws and get your suggestions to George. 


7. Ex-Officio WAC Member inclusion.  George is still gathering a list of old group members who worked with the originating group or have served a term on the WAC and moved on.  Helen will send George the list of old WAC members but she has no knowledge of members of the forerunner group.  


8.  Rob MacDonald has rejoined the WAC to complete his term (thru fall 2011) since his employment once again allows him to be in town Thursday evenings. 


9.  George Reed introduces guest Steve Sarno as a possible interested future WAC member.  Steve retired from active volunteer duty in the Wellington Fire Department, Waverly Station.   


10.  NEW WAC MEETING DATE.  Ron requested that the regular WAC meeting be changed from the last Thursday to the 4th Thursday of the month.  The group had no problems so the motion was made, seconded and passed.  Starting in April (which only has 4 Thursdays) we will be going to 4th Thursday WAC Meetings.  Please make a note of this meeting change on your calendars.


11.  Jane gave a brief affirmation thanking attendees for their positive vibes and attendance at tonight’s WAC meeting.
