WAC Meeting Minutes for Thursday, June 23, 2011, 7:15-9:00pm

Committee Members Present: Helen Boggs, Jane Clark, Jan Kroeger, Carolyn Ownby, George Reed and Ron Splittgerber. (6/11 WAC members present, 6 are needed for a quorum)

A quorum was finally obtained at 7:53pm after calling Ron off his tractor and begging George Reed to remain. 


Secretary’s Report:  Minutes for the May meeting were accepted 


Treasurer’s Report:  The treasury contains $922.20.  

Old Business


1.  City of Fort Collins Rental Water Program Update – no new information was reported.


2.  New Ag Board Water Presentation Program at 7:30 (after Com. Gaiter’s August 24th meeting).  George Wallace was not present at this meeting.  Helen has been trying to get the title of this presentation for the newspaper and email advertising without success.  The slide show presentation will be open to everyone.  Jane volunteered to call all irrigators east of NCR 15 in her Rolodex file.  The August WAC meeting will be held after the presentation and discussion (if any) are complete.

3.  County Request for formal county Advisory Committee status (and the letter to Linda Hoffman).   Jan has edited a formal letter of request which George Wallace initiated.  Helen noted that the timing of this county request seemed premature because 1) current WAC members do not seem to have time for monthly WAC meetings (noted by increased number of no-quorum mtgs), much less another monthly meeting; 2) there is little interest by other community members in meeting attendance; and 3) the lack of a binding community issue.  Other members mentioned greater community participation might result from the formal county open process and thought it appropriate to send the request letter at this time. 

Jan made a motion to prepare the letter as revised and send to Linda Hoffman.  This motion passed unanimously.   

A short discussion followed about presenting this county request on the website with the majority of the meeting attendees deciding against this.  This letter will not be highlighted on the website


4.  Stewardship Trust update – Marsh Site Visit Date, Site Inventory & billing.  George Wallace was not present and could not report on the site visit date.  However, Carolyn did report that the cost of the Site Inventory was not $250.00, but instead $2500.00, so, not having that amount in the WAC coffers, it appears that we will not be pursuing any site inventory.

C.  Others meetings not covered in this agenda. – Commissioner Gaiter’s Buckeye meeting.  There were no attendees from Buckeye.  One man came from Wellington.  Helen, Ron & Ronda also attended.  Com. Gaiter was undaunted.

6.  Donations to Turning Point.  A $150 donation to Turning Point was approved by the meeting attendees.  Helen will make solicitations for an additional cash donation to Sandy. 


7.  Next Social Event and/ or Informational Presentation.  The main discussion was tabled until the July meeting.  However, Helen reported that Jeff Carlson, Turning Point’s insurance officer, had responded positively to some of the suggested ideas for social events.  An ice cream social would be approved without any problem and the use of propane grilles would also probably be approved, but an event which used for multiple cookers might not be approved.  He recommended applying well ahead of the needed time for the necessary approval from them.  


8.  Bylaw report.  Jan reported that there did not seem to be a great difference between what was originally proposed as Waverly Community Group Bylaws and the changed document George Reed proposed.  There was also little difference in the web-posted Bylaws of other local small communities.  She proposed that we discuss parts of the current Bylaws at successive WAC meetings and possibly update sections at that time.  For the next meeting read the Introduction down through VI. “Waverly Advisory Committee” for discussion and potential needed changes.

1.  Annual Meeting.  The annual FMM will be held the morning of Saturday, September 24th.
