Secretary’s Report:  There was a fair amount of discussion regarding some of the requested Minutes changes.  One item remained unchanged while the 2nd item was annotated with additional information.  The Minutes for the June meeting were then accepted as corrected. 


Treasurer’s Report:  The treasury contains $772.40.  

Old Business


1.  Unreported Meetings of Local Interest


A.  Lew Gaiter T-Bar Breakfast – George Reed attended, nothing to report.



B.  Any other County Commissioner Breakfast Mtgs – no attendees 



C.  Others meetings not covered in this agenda. – George’s Ag Board water presentation has been shown to the Greeley Water Board, the South Fort Collins Water District, NPIC, the Poudre Forum, a group of environmentalists, and there was some report to the Fort Collins Water Board.  The Greeley response has been to promise to add policy verbage about water sharing of stockholders with cities under drought conditions. 

2.  Letter to Linda Hoffman – Jan circulated a revised letter for further comment.  There was some discussion and the motion was made, seconded, and accepted to send the letter within the next week with the considered revisions.

3.  Stewardship Trust update.  Our request has gone before the State Land Board who decided against conserving Section 36 (Marsh) at this time due to its 1) high dollar yield for potential development and 2) potential Niobrara oil shale mineral rights.  Interest in having a site visit to the Marsh section was dropped.  

Section 16 (Weaver) has more promise with its ecological and historical values.  They suggested that we work with Colorado GOCO to put a conservation easement on section 16.  

The next step seems to be to update Marsh and the Weavers and to ask the county if they are interested in writing a conservation proposal for the Weaver rental property.

George Wallace, George Reed and Jane volunteered to go visit with the Marsh and Weaver families to bring them up to date on the new direction the conservation easement applications have taken.


4.  Next Social Event and/or Informational meeting.  There was no discussion about this topic.
George Reed did talk a little about the volunteer aid station for Turning Point’s “Pedal to the Point” annual fundraiser to be held August 14.th   He plans to make some signage saying something to the effect, “Welcome, Waverly Community Supports Turning Point Schoo.l”  

Sue and Jane will make inexpensive signage to promote Com. Gaiter’s upcoming informational meeting August 24th.  

5.  Bylaw report.  This work was moved into subcommittee (George Reed, Carolyn, Helen) by motion, seconded & approved.  There was some discussion about the need for future name changes without decision at this time.

New Business 

1.  Annual September 24 Meeting.  Discussion of this item was tabled to the August 24th meeting.
